George Washington’s great-grandparents
came to Virginia from England. They had
owned a lot of land in England. They soon
became large landowners in Virginia.

Background

George Washington began school at age
six. He was a good student. He always had
trouble with spelling (even after he was
President). He was very good at math. He
spent a lot of time hunting, fishing, riding
horses, and playing in the woods.

As a soldier he fought the Indians and the
French.

He later was the Commanding General of
the new Army in the War for Independence.
After the war, George returned to Mt.
Vernon to farm. He raised lambs into sheep
for their wool. He loved dogs. He owned a
Newfoundland, Dalmatians, Spaniels, and
Terriers. Terrier dogs were useful on the Mt.
Vernon plantation. They hunted and killed
rats.

He helped set up the new government.
